School Goals - SSP

Literacy: Proficiency on the Reading
Inventory (RI) and RISE tests will increase
by 5% from 2020-21 levels.

Numeracy: Proficiency on the RISE Math
test will increase by 8% overall.

Achievement Gap: 35% of our MLLL
students will reach their growth goals on the
WIDA test.

Culture: 85% of responses on the
school climate survey will choose 3s and
4s on all indicators.
